KCMMB was originally established around the turn of the 21st century to address the p- £

concrete because efrBcking or the fracture of limestone aggregate due to freeze thaw

result of this method of failure, KCMMB introduced new requirements on aggrega ,As;.,’
absorption and a visually distinguishable color from that of limestone. Currently, all c

used in KCMMB concrete must be initially approved by the KCMMB Board. Physim
properties of the materials are checked against the specification and a sample of the material is reviewssti¢sr visual
Once the initial approval has been made coarse aggregates are reapproved on an annual basis.

Since KCMMB was formed it has undergone a name change, growth in membership and usage, and some specific
started working with the Board in 2005 and since then very little has changed in specification requirements. Co
Aggregate, Cement and Secondary Cementitious Materials (SCM), water, water reducer and air entrainment admix
into a quality concrete. The thing that sets KCMMB apart from other concrete is the stringent requirementgs,on coar
how the approval process works and how the approved mixes are presented.

Annual renewals for all materials are required for KCMMB approval. The materials are submitted to the KCMMB a
review and are then added to the websitdkcmmb.ongpon approval. All material documentation is available to Membe
KCMMB on the website. After material approval, concrete suppliers can then submit mix designs for approkal to the
Preapproved materials streamline the process for producers and owners alike. The only items needed to bsisubmittec
in addition to the mix design form are concrete strength tests and admixture specific information. All submittals
electronically either through forms or PDF.

Once approved, mix designs are posted to the website and available for use in the KCMMB year running f80itm April 1s
All the information needed by the owner/inspector can be easily located on the site, and can be aifdespedtars/wher
have a mobile device, the information is at their fingertips.

So you may ask yourself what benefits come from joil
taxpayers money by reducing the amount of expensive repair of failed concrete and sharing the costs assoiated wil
design submittals. They also enjoy the added benefit of reduced orange cones on the road. The inspectors on th
confidence that the mix has been reviewed and all they need to do is confirm the mix designation. Adqitestiatiy, if ther
about the concrete being provided on the site the inspectors can quickly wash off a handful of concreténsodverily they F
aggregate.
